This was a story of plastic cows and tyres, a dead pigeon, peregrine falcons, kestrels, a walk of

faith, and an exploration of what a “green roof” is . Led by Dr Adam Bates of The University of
Birmingham and sponsored by Alastair Moseley from W SP Group, this MEBC Location Visit by
good fortune chose a day when the sun shone through out the visit to roof tops at The University

of Birmingham, Fort Dunlop and the Birmingham Volun tary Service Council.

The Sedumroof at Fort Dunlop is
the most commonly applied ‘off
the shelf’ solution. Here it is seen
with added extras — plastic cows
and tyres.




“Green roof”, so Dr Adam explained,
is a general term for any roof
covered with a growth substrate
with plants growing on it. There are
other terms for the same thing
including biodiversity roofs, eco-
roofs, living roofs, brown roofs,
rooftop gardens and roof gardens.
They are all types of green roof. Dr
Bates’ full PowerPoint presentation
can be downloaded via
www.mebconline.com.

During the course of the visits, nesting
facilities for peregrine falcons built into the
regeneration of the former world leading tyre
factory were seen at Fort Dunlop. That the
birds of prey have taken to this facility was
evidenced by a couple of pigeon corpses on
the green roof.
